She did a 
great job singing for us in all of the services.  We had sessions Thursday and Friday night and 
Saturday morning.  The women were richly blessed and encouraged and we are already 
planning one for 2010.   Bro. Johnny also preached several times for us. While they were here 
we had a baptism service at a river about 35 minutes from here so we had our Sunday 
services there and everyone took their lunch.  I was privileged to baptize four.   
 
Right before the conference, Pastor Edwin resigned from the mission church, Calvary Baptist 
Church.  Please pray for this work.  God continues blessing, though.  Praise the Lord that the 
people are remaining faithful.  In the new work in Las Flores, there has been sickness and 
two ladies have had serious surgeries.  We are looking for a place to rent where we can have 
Sunday School classes also.  We have outgrown the family’s living room where we meet.   
 
During Easter Week, April 7th to 11th, we will be having Youth Camp.  Please be in special 
prayer for this very important time in the lives of our youth.  Several churches will participate.  
Please pray for the speakers.  Also, pray for those who need help financially to attend.  Camp 
costs $43.00 per youth, a huge sacrifice for people here.  We are trying to raise enough money 
to cut that price in half.
